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o The human geography ofthe USA determines its highest-value export:
capital goods (air crafts, motor vehicle parts, computers,
telecommunications equipment).

o The USA hasthe natural resources and climate to produce primary goods
(e.g. grains, dairy, sugar, copper) so does produce and export these. But, the
country’s highest-value export is not from primary products such as these.

o North America makes the most money from exporting highvalue and
complicated manufactured products.

o Itis a more developed country, with a highly educated population who have
hadthe opportunity to attend university to learn the skills neededto produce
products such as computers and air crafts which are sold athigh prices.

o The global companies basedin North America have money for research,
expensive machinery for manufacturing.

o Transportlinks, technology and communication systemsin the country are
good also makes itan attractive place for big companiesto base themselves.
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o The physical and human geography of Liberia determinesits highest-value
export: rubber. Rubber comes fromthe rubber tree which produces a milky
white sap (latex rubber).

o Rubbertrees require a specific climate: evenly distributed levels of rainfall, a
high monthly average temperature (25-28 degrees Celsius), high humidity,
brightsunshine and no strong winds.

o Educationin Liberiawas greatly affected by the Liberian Civil War which lasted
total of 14 years. Although it endedin 2003, the country and services are still
recovering; suppliesare low andthere is a shortage of qualified teachers.

o In 2010the literacy rate (percentage of population who canread)was
estimated at60.8%. The majority of Liberian people workin agriculture andthe
production of primary products such as rubber andiron.

o The rubberplantations in Liberia are largely owned by global companies.
These plantations provide regular salaries and formal employmentto Liberian
people butthe wages are low and the rubberis sold before it is processedinto
more valuable manufactured items such rubber gloves, balloons and tyres.
