Existing Chartered Geographers may wish to change post-nominal to reflect changes in role and career over time. 

In order to change CGeog post-nominal, you should submit the following documents:

· Completed application form
· A 450-word (maximum) statement explaining how your experience and skills relate to the new post-nominal change. This statement can be provided in the box provided at the end of this form.
· An up-to-date CV
· A CPD record for the previous year to show how you have performed activities related to the proposed change.

As a Chartered Geographer, you may hold two post-nominals. You should provide the same documents listed above that demonstrate how you have performed activities relating to both specialisms. Please tick the box of the second post-nominal you would like to hold under the statement ‘I wish to add a second post-nominal’:

The Statement and CPD will be reviewed by assessors with skills appropriate to the change.

· Geographic Information Technician
· Geographic Technologist
