Ferry reliability

The reliability of lifeline ferry services
in Scotland was relatively stable
between 2003-4 and 2020-1.

The Scottish Government defines 'lifeline
ferry services' as those required in order for
a community to be viable. The term is also
used to refer to ferry services subsidised
from public funds to support lifeline links
which would not otherwise be provided by
commercial operators.

There is higher reliance on driving as
a means of transport in rural areas,
and journey times are longer.

Transport costs are also higher in
rural and island areas, particularly for
working-age households and
pensioners. For example, weekly
travel costs are estimated to be up to
251% higher for pensioners living in
remote rural areas on the mainland.
